Port of Taichung continues to carry out major harbor infrastructure development projects in 2009
In 2009 Port of Taichung continues to carry out 3 major harbor infrastructure development projects including infrastructure construction in logistic specialized zone, revetment of Jhongbocyu and infrastructure construction in industrial specialized zone (Ⅱ). 

The infrastructure constructions in logistic specialized zone and industrial specialized zone (Ⅱ) aim to accelerate the development of each specialized zone, facilitate the future land use in terms of building infrastructure system such as roads, drainage and flood control systems, as well as providing for plant construction in order to increase enterprises’ willingness to put more investments. All of these are expected to finish in Dec. 2009 and by end of 2012, which will increase the harbor turnover and at the same time revitalize the economic activities in the area surrounding the Port of Taichung.

The reason for the revetment of Jhongbocyu is that the river bottom is not spacious enough for berthing and navigation. To assure the safety of ships and to create a basin for small passenger liners, which will consequently attract private sectors to invest in the construction of floating pier for passenger liners to berth, the construction of dredging, revetment, tubing movement and other ancillary works will be implemented and expected to finish by mid-2010.
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
